Miscellaneous

In regard to a discussion during the annual members’ meeting concerning disposal of non-household metal waste it was suggested that the trailer with the large hose reel might be used for the purpose of collecting such waste. Mark Pendleton will contact Les Beall of Leakey to set up a disposal system.
During the members’ meeting it had been suggested that a sign be placed at the front gate entrance informing potential buyers that RiverTree is a deeds restricted community. After a short discussion it was determined that another sign would cause the area to appear cluttered, and best approach would be to encourage members and realtors to inform potential buyers and other property owners to follow the restrictions in place. There is a $200.00 title transfer fee in place, and it was suggested that a flash drive be given to each realtor so that the cost of printing deeds restrictions be the responsibility of the realtor, not of Jackie Thomas. Larry Goldman will copy the restrictions to flash drives for the realtors. Jim Duncan has had experience in real estate and informed the BOD that the responsibility of informing buyers of restrictions falls with the title company. 
There will be further discussion concerning a higher assessment, or a separate assessment, to ensure available funds for road repair and maintenance. Larry suggested a concrete apron to protect the sides of the asphalt road. Rick Thomas will get bids on road repair.

Mark Pendleton will purchase mosquito spray to fog the pavilion area prior to the annual members’ barbeque. There was a short discussion about the dinner.
